The attack of the Rebels upon Baton
Rouge, on the morning of the fifth of Aug.
resulted in their tfumplt‘tu nrpulse, With
heavy loss. The Rebel (ren. Lovell is re-
ported among the killed; also, Gen. Rug-
Breckinridge himself was wound-
ed, and several of his best officers have
fallen into our hands.

The New Orvleans Delta gives Colonel
Cahill's I‘E*!}H]'t of the action as follows ;:—

‘““Head-quarters Second Regiment, Ba-
ton Rouge, August 6.—Captain—I have
the honor to report that an attack was made
early yesterday morning by a Confederate
force of about ten regiments, under com-
mand of Major-General J. €. Breckin-
ridge, and that after a fight of four hours’
duration and of great severity, the enemy
were repulsed.

Williams was killed on the field by a rifle-
ball through the chest.
