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DEATH OF SAMUEL S. MAFFIT, Esq.

This gentleman died at his residence in
Elkton, on Tuesday evening last, in the
46th year of his age. Although Me. Mafhit
had been apparently afflicted with a pal.
monary disease for several years, yet the
announcement of his death has produced
a shock, and we cannot fail to offer a small
tribute to the memory of one we person-
ally knew and esteemed so highly.

Mr. M. was the late Comptroller of the
State, and we hazard nothing in assefting
that Maryland never boasted a better or

more efficient and faithful ofhecer. Gov-

ernor Bradford paid a well-merited honor

to him in his message to the Legislature,
= and the improved condition of the finances
of the State attest the merit of a compli-
ment from so high a source. Ile had sys-
tem and energy in his department, and his
investigations, diligence, perseverance and
firmness saved many thousands of dollars
t0 the State Government. lle was as 1im-
partial as he was energetic, he knew nei-
ther friend nor foe (if he had any foe),
but was just to all, and required the same
punctuality; was faithful to the letter and
spirit of his trust, and with an undeviating
purpose and ioflexible sense of duty he
administered his department with s
and unexampled success.

Mr. M. was a personification of
rity and bonor, of fidelity to duty, and he
pursued the even tenor of his way regard-
less of extraneous circumstances, [lll' Was
a good citizen, an ntelligent gentleman
a first-rank ofhcer, an affectionate husband
and father.

Mr. Mafit was a member of the cele-
brated Charleston Convention. and the
friend of the late Stephen A. Donglas. —
Always a friend to the integrity of his
country, when the civil war broke out he
took 1ts side and became 1ts advoecate. He
was one of the best writers in the State.
and the address of the first Union Conven-
tion held in Baltimore ecity in May, 1861,
emanated from his pen, and was adopted
without a dissenting vote Iin committee.
Mr. M. was opposed to Maryland’s being
dragooned 1nto a convention for emaneci-
pation—he contended that neither the time
nor circumstances were favorable for the
assembling of such a body, and the finances
of the State and her large pecuniary con-
tributions by taxation and men to the war
should be barriers to its call. He lost his
re-election to the Comptrollership by re-
fusing to yield his convictions as a man
and an officer to the outside and artificial
pressure gotten up for emancipation. Like
many others, who desired a restoration of
the Constitution and the Union as thevy
existed nnt-_r-bvllum, or before the w:n:.
and made that restoration the object and
beau-ideal of all their hopes and prayers,
he and they opposed the untoward and il-
legal means to bring about an improper
iH:-UL', and.to divert the ]rI'HHl'{‘ll[iull of the
war from its original intention and avowed
purpose. Ile was as uncomprosing in his
political prineiples and as honest in enter-
taining them, as he was an officer and a
citizen.

But he has gone—the State has suffered
in bis death. Ile no more hears
the tramp of armed soldiers and the tumult
of war. He rests in peace. He has left
a good mame 'mong his survivors, and
when the smoke and din of war shall Lhave
passed away, his reputation, measures and
public services will form a bright page in
