We call attention to this subject becaunse
it 1s one of the most important connected
with the present campaign. In all previ<
ous struggles with McClellan, Pope, Hook-
er and Meade the flank movement was a
favorite resort of L.ee, and his achieve-
ments with it in foreing our army to re-
treat northward, or away from Richmond,
were always heralded as great exploits.—
[t is by precisely the same policy that
Grant has upset all of Lee's plans and
forced him in turn to retreat successively
from point to point, until the two armies
are now within a few miles of Richmond.
The truth is that from the first moment of
commencing his campaign in Virginia,
Grant has kept his army on the offensivé
all the time at all points, and so given Lee
so much occupation in watehing his move-
wents as to leave him no opportunity of
acting upon the offensive himself.

(Grant’s course is an obvious one. He
has to take Richmond, and the closer he
can push to it the nearer he will be to the
end of his campaign, Instead, therefore,
of fighting windwills, instead of providing
against imaginary expeditions into Penn-
sylvania, Ohio, Maryland, the Shenandoah
valley, and Washington city, he will keep
his eye steadily fixed on the rebel capital.
We do not suppose that Lee will suffer the
siege to commence without making a great
effort to drive back Grant’s army, and for
that purpose it is quite likely that Lee will
remain outside of the intrenchments to act
upon the offensive. But this, instead of
being a strong policy, as some persons
suppose, is extremely perilous, for if Grant
can effect a junction with Butler, Hunter,
and Crooks, he may by strategy draw his
lines close enough around the eity to ex-
clude Lee, and thus fight the latter and
the city garrison upor interior lines, as he
