The widow of the late ex-President An-
drew Johnson died at the residence of her
daughter, Mrs. Patterson, near Green-
ville, Teon., last Saturday night.

Eliza Benson has obtained §4,250 dam-
ages against the Philadelphia and Read-
ing railroad for having been carried be-
yond the station she was to get off at,
causing exposure and sickness.

On Monday Hon. Levin Woolford filed
his bond and duly qualified before the
Governor as Comptroller.

Hon. James B. Beck was on Tuesday
elected United States Senator from Ken-
tucky to succeed Hon. John W. Steven-
son, whose term expires March 3, 1877.
Mr. Beck was graduated as a lawyer at
Transylvania University, Ky., in 1846,
and making his home at Lexington, Ky.,
represented what is known as the Ashland
district in the Fortieth, Forty-first, Forty-
second and Forty-third Congresses, and
declined a re-election to the Forty-fourth
Congress. Mr. Beck is an uncompromis-
ing demoorat, and during his service in
Congress was recognized as a skillful and
powerful debater, and a man of excellent
judgment in political matters.

The National Democratic Executive
Committee will meet at Washington on
Washington’s birthday to select the time
and place for the meeting of the Demo-
eratic Convention to nominate candidates
for President and Vice President.

The judiciary committee was
directed to report an amendment to the
constitution of Maryland to make it con-
form to that provision of the constitution
of the United States which guarantees
elective franchise to all citizens without
regard to race or previous condition. On
consideration of the order of the day, rel-
ative to alleged abuse of trust by the State
treasurcr, & substitute was adopted au-
thorizing the investigation to include all
charges made against treasury officers by
the republican press of the State. It was
