sensible, and his body, head and limbs
became frightfully swollea. In just two
hours and a half from the time he was
bitten the much needed whiskey was re-
ceived from Pueblo.

The poisoned man was in a very eriti-
cal condition, unable to move, and evi-
dently at the gate of death. The whiskey
was immediately administered ; and he
speedily revived. Aboutaquart was given
him, when, as Sheppard himself says, he
began to feel himself the strongest man in
Colorado, and it was with difficulty that
four men could hold him. It soon became
evident that the whiskey would prove an
effectual antidote to the tarantula poison.

Sheppard is vow recovering rapidly,
and though be is still weak, aud has lost
some thirty pounds in weight, there is
little doubt that in a week or so he will be
all right again.
