State was to direct in what manner elec-

torg should be appointed—whether by a
concurrent vote or a joint vote of the
Legislature, or by the Governor and
Council, or otherwise, the Constitution
not prescribe—that was reserved to the
States respectively. It was clearly not
to be a popular election. The electors

' appointed were appointed te meet, not

collectively at the seat of Government
or at any central point, but in their res-
pective States, and to cast their votes for
two persons for President and Vice-Pres-
ident. They were not, however, to con-
centrate or specify which of the two
should be preferred, but one at least of
persons voted for shall not be an inhabit-
ant of the same State with themselves.

In frequent cases white sugar has been |
employed as efficaciously in remedying |
drunkenness as ammonia. No rationale |
of a very satisfactory character has as yet |
been aduced for the action of so simple a |
substance as sugar under these circum-
stances, except that it serves to bring on
& different fermentation from the existing
one in the stomach, and to neutralize, by |
the formation of new compounds, the ac-
tion of the liquors. er contra a French |
chemist has found by experiment that,
under certain conditions, electricity pro-
duces the same effect on sugar as fermen-
tation does—transforming it into alcohol ; |
that is, it was ascertained that, by passing
an electric current through very sugary
white wine, the wine loses all its sugar
and becowmes much more aleoholic. It
appears, however, that the effect of the

action of light on absolute aleohol is, un- |
der some circumstances, to transform a
portion of the alcohol back into sugar; the
alcohol becoming very sugary, and losing
several degrees of strength.

The antiseptic property of sugar is now
well known; fruits, flesh, ete., may be in-
definitely preserved in a syrup of sugar,
as they also can in honey or glycerine. A
curious fact has long been observed,
namely, that the life of animals which
breathe in water is incompatible with the
presence therein of even an inconsiderable
quantity of sugar. One of the explana-
tions of this phenomenon is that of the
diffusive tendency of these bodies, which
prevents the life and propagation of ani-
malculae, or foment cells, as these organs
swell and even burst in syrupy solutions;
the high deunsity of a liquid is, according-
.r ly, of chief importance 1 determining its

antiseptic properties. In some parts of
' Europe one of the methods pursued in
the preservation of fish consists in remov-
ing the viscera and sprinkling sugar over
the interior, keeping the fish in a hori- |
zontal position, so that the sugar mly'
penetrate as much possible. !
