—Ex-Gov. Hendricks was serenaded in
San Franciseo a few ni,,ehtu ago, and re-
sponded in a speech.

Tuae President, it is said, has adopted a
general rule that where an officer has serv-
ed for four years in a satisfactory man-
ner, the character of his official services
will stand as a recommendation for réap-
pointment, unless there be well-sustained
objections of a personal or moral charac-
ter to the reappointment of the incumbent.
Where, however, an officer has served for
eight successive years, this period of ser-
vice will operate against reappointment,
the President holding to the opinion that
eight years is the maximum term which a
man should be retained in public serviee,
provided an equally competent and meri-
torious man is an applicant for the place.
This rule is to be specially applied to the
appointment of Postmasters whose sala-
ries exceed §1,000 per annum, and who
are commissioned by the President. The
rule will not be applied with the same
rigor to Postmasters whose salaries are
under $1,000 per annum, and who are
appointed under the law by the Postmas-
ter (reneral as to those Postmasters who
arecommissioned by the President. There
ave about 1,000 Postmasters who are re-
quired to redeive their appointments from
the President, and over 3%,000 who are
appointed by the Postmaster General.

The result was
that my seed all grew, and I lost none by
the wire-worms, and I never saw corn
have so dark and vigorous eolor before.
Since then I always soak m(y seed twelve
hours after being shelled. 1 do not know
as it would effect the cut-worm, but I
have never been troubled with them since
I used the solution of copperas and salt-
petre. Neither was I ever troubled with
them when I plowed my corn in the fall,
whieh 1 vo.ls invariably do on old sod.
Some farmers exterminate them by hunt-
ing them out in the hill and killing them
by hand, but this is slow and tedious
work, and is liable to be slighted by
