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A PATENT QUESTION DECIDED.

A Judgment Which is of Great Im-
portance to the Fertilizing Trade,

The following is the substance of a de-
cision of very great importance to the fer-
tiliging trade which was rendered by
Judge Morris in the United States Uir-
ocuit Court last Wednesday, a brief refer-

ence to which only has been made in the

city papers. Boykin, Carmer & Co. filed
a bill against R. J. Baker & Co. for an
alleged infringement of patent No. 206, -
077, granted the complainants July 16,
1878, for an improved fertililing com-
pound. The respondentsadmit that they

have been selling the same materials for

fertilizing purposes in the same propor-

tions as mentioned in the patented formu-
la, but they claim that they had been do-

ing so long before the date of the patent,

novelty. The compound described in the
patent is composed of dissolved bone,
ground plaster, nitrate of soda, sulphate
of soda, sulphate of ammonia, dry peat
muck, unleached ashes orany refuse mat-
ter having fertilizing properties in the
proportions set forth in the patent.
It was shown that a formula for a fer-
tilizer alleged to have been prepared and
ublished by Baron Liebig has been
Ennwn and in use amongst farmers and
others for twenty-five or thirty years,
and that it was printed and circulated by
both complainants and defendants long
before the date of the patent. It isiden-
tical with the patented formula as to the
ingredients, their proportions, and the di-
rections for mixing them in every respect,
except that the Liebig formula called for
ground bone instead of dissolved bone,
and caleined plaster instead of ground
plaster. The issues raised by the plead-
ings and evidence were whether the for-
mula as patented, calling for dissolved
bone and ground plaster, was in public
use or on sale for more than two years
before March 1, 1878, the date of the ap-
plication for the patent ; and whether, if
not so in use, or on sale, the patented
formula differs from the Liebig formula
in any patentable respect, and if so,
whether the complainants were the inven-
tors or discoverers of the change constitu-
ting that difference.

t was proved that there was in com-
mon use prior to March 1, 1876, very nu-
merous formulas for fertilizers, intended
to be compounded by the farmers them-
selves, called by the witnesses ‘‘home-
fertilizers.” and that these formulas dif-
fered but slightly from each other. It
appears that it was the practice of dealers
in chemicals to publish and draw atten-
tion to these formulas in order to get per-
sons to buy the ingredients of them.
Many of these, including the Liebig for-
mula, were used and published by both
the complainants and defendants, and 1in
some of them ground plaster and dissolv-
ed bone were called for. There is testi-
mony tending very strongly to establish
that in compounding the Liebig formula
—that is to say, in a composition in
which the ingredients were to be used in
the same proportions as in the Liebig for-
mula—there were instances prior to Mar.
1, 1876, in which others than the com-
plainants used dissolved bone instead of
ground bone, and ground plaster instead
of caleined plaster.

The defendants produce a written or-
der from Parker & Watson, Warrenton,
N. C., dated January 24, 1876, in obe-
dience to which they supplied the mate-
rials in substantially the same proportions
as mentioned in the Liebig formula, sub-
stituting dissolved bone for ground bone,
and ground plaster for calcined plaster,
and numerous instances are proved from
the books of defendants immediately sub-
le?ant to March 1, 1876. Dr. Starke,
of Petersburg, Va., produces a printed
cireular econtaining the formula exaectly
as patented, which he says is the same that
he has been using since the Fall of 1875.
Dr. Nicholson, of South Hampton, Va.,
testifies very positively that the printed
eircular produced by him, which 15 iden-
tical with the Liebig circular, except that
it calls for ground plaster instead of cal-
cined plaster, was printed and circulated
by him in 1875.

That the Liebig formula was the foun-
dation of the one patented by the com-
plaivants there can be no doubt. The in-
gredients, with the changes above men-
tioned, are the same, the directions for
mixing are in the same words, and the
general similarity such as could not have
been aceidental.
