TerrisLe BAainway DisasTer.—The disaster on
the Central and Hudson Railroad at Spuyten
Duyvil on Friday night of last weck has resulted

in the death of eight persons. Nineteen others
are injured, one so seriously that she may not
recover. The railway officers assert that the
brakeman, George Malius, of the rear car, ne-
glected his duty to go fur back on the track to
warn any approaching train when the train
stopped because of an axle on fire.  The express
consisted of several ordinarv passenger coaches,
three drawing-room coaches and baggage cars.
The rear end of the coach was broken in and the
coach was thrown upon the next one, the Empire.
The roof of the secopd coach was broken in and
both coaches rolled off the track together. The
coaches took fire immediately, The shock of
the collision had been terrific. In all of the for-
ward cars of the Albany train the passengers
were thrown from their seats, and many of them
were injured. The two drawing-room cars, the
Idlewild and the Empire, lay together broken and
in flames. From the Empire a few persons made
their way with difficulty. bruised and bleed-
ing. Many of the passengers set to work atonce
to rescue other persons from the burning cars,
but at first their efforts were unavailing, Water
was taken from the Harlem river and from the
locomotives and daghed upon the flames, but the
amount was t0o small to do any good. The fire
burned up brighter and stronger, and it was
soon seen that the cars must be destroyed. A
few persons were rescued from the burning
wreck, and some of the rescuers were burned
about the hands and face, Cries and groans
from the injured were heard on every side. It
was said that each of the two coaches contained
at least eighteen persons at the time of the disas-
ter, and only & few were believed to have been
saved, Twe bodies were those of a bride and
room who were going to New York ou a wed-
ing trip. They died in each other's arms, and
their arms were found to be interlocked when
their bodies were recovered, Among those lost
were Wagner, the famous sleeping car manufuc-
turer.
