Editors Kent News ;—It would seem as if the
subject of road-making would interest everybody.
All have to travel over roads to & greater or less
extent, and be subject, in a proportionate degree,
to inconveniences and delays occasioned by bad
ones. If any citizen can travel the public roads
of Kent county, a8 they average at present, and
pot give vent to an audible or mental protest,
he certainly has much rﬁtruininLgmce. Of
course, no one expects our roads to be in the con-
dition of a Nicholson pavement at this season of
the year; yet, on the contrary, is there any
sound reason for their being in the condition they
are? We say emphatically, No! One is not
flying in the face of Providence in asserting this.
The good Lord sent the weather, but He certain-
ly had no hand in making our roads. Indeed,
we fear He didn’t endow some of the rond makers
with more than half a grain of that best of gifts

cOmmon seuse,

W hat is the philosophy of road making? Does
it consist in clawing » mass of rubbish, red clay,
soft mud and the like materialsinto the centre of
the road, with the hope and expectation that they
would solidify them in time? Any fool, it might
seem, would know better ; but scores of such—
real numb-skulls—pretend to repair roads in just
such & way. And we poor patient tax-payers
luxuriate (?) ourselves all winter long wallow-
ing through such messes! Verily, we Mary-
landers are a meek and patient set of people. Do
we not appropriate enough money almost to ma-
cadamige our roads? This fund, backed up
with some common sense, would afford us in the
main good highways in the place of the many
patent quag-mires that we now have. It might
well be said of rond makers as has been said of
poets, ‘‘They are born, not made,”’ |

Theorists can well talk and blockheads fool
away their time and our money over ronds ; but
where maiuly lies the secret of good road build-
ing? Why just here——secure a good foundation.
How ? By ploughing ug from the very bottom
and turnpiking more. Not always practicable,
says some one. Why? Is the #0il leechy, or
worse—indefinable? Break it up, we say. No
better course can be pursued even then. Hreak
it up, and by the very law of gravity, assisted
by the spring and summer rains, the heaviest

rts will seek the bottom and become the foun-

ation. No road will settle firmly with a mass
of loose slushy dirt dumped upon & hard road
bed. Loosen all up from the bottom and it will
‘“pack”’ uniformly and satisfactorily before the
winter sets in.

It is presumed in the above, of course, thatall
rond making ceases before July, or August, at
the farthest. Turupikinﬂil not practiced enough
in our country rond-making. A well rounded
road bed wiﬂ', 10 & great extent, shed its own
water, iustead of absorbing it. The best made
rond ‘Obgerver’’ ever saw, and the one needing
the least repairs, was made some nine years since
as above described, and stands good and polid
to-day. Let our county commissioners inject
more braia work into their subordinates, and we
shall not be compelled w0 worry through such
“gloughs of despond’’ as has been our wont, but
will have ronds that we may well be proud of,
