‘“ Hail-Fellow-Well-Met” Girls.
The most superficial observer of the
manners and customs that obtain in so-
ciety, cannot fuil to find perpetual proof
of the aphorism, *‘The price we chal-
lenge for ourselves is given us.” In no
ticular is this more noticeable than
in the demeanor of young girls toward
members of the opposite sex. There is
being developed in certain quarters a
species of good-comradeshi betreen
young meu and maidens, which, however
productive of ‘‘jolly good times,” hardly
commends itself to those who regard
modesty, delicacy aod dignity as indis-
ensable attributes of true manliness.
Yt forces a tendency to loudness in girls,
without exerting = softening or refining
influence on the man. He regards the
sharer of his experiences and adventures
as a ‘‘very good sort of fellow,” who
neither exacts nor expects the little ser-
vices to which women are usually con-
sidered entitled, and before whom he can
with impunity smoke and lounge; and
otherwise transgress the proprieties which
should regulate social intercourse. There
are those who aver that these comrades
really smoke together and chat, aping
the customs in vogue in foreign society.
They will shortly invade our drawing-
rooms in tea-gowns and smoking-jackets,
bringing with them the easy manners—
suggestive of dressing gown and slippers
—which prevail in social gatherings at
English country seats. In spite of the
abolition of the restraints of the old-time
courtesy, the young men are not appar-
ently very greatly inclined to seek the
society of the maidens who are so very,
very gracious, and whose amiability 1s
proof against any amount of snubbing in
the way of ‘‘declined” invitations to act
as escort or to accept hospitalities. So
far from seeking her society, rumor has
it that more and more does the young
man shun the ball, the reception, and,
most piteous of all, the matrimonial alli-
ance. As this vigorous paying of court
to men, and the working out of the com-
rade idea, seem to have been barren of
desirable results—serving only to devel-
op in men a contempt for women, which
betrays itself in the disrespectful tone
men employ in their intercourse with the
‘‘dear fellows” in bonnets—it might per-
haps be advisable for girls to challenge
for themselves a higher price, bearing in
mind that men, in their sentimental ex-
periences, lightly hold that which 18

easily won.

Eating Before Sleeping.

The **Journal of Commerce™ maintains
that it is more healthy to eat just before
going to bed than to retire with the
stomach empty, and it presents the follow-
ing reasons : The lion roars in the forest
until he has found his prey, and when he
has devoured it, he sleeps over until he
needs another meal. The horse will paw
all nith in the stable, and the pig will
squeal in the pen, refusing all rest or sleep
until they are fed. The animals that
chew the cud have their own provision
for a late meal just before dropping off to
their nightly slumbers. Man can train
himself to the habit of sleeping without a
preceding meal, but only after long years
of practice. As he comes into the world,
pature is too strong for him, and he
must be fed before he will sleep. A
c¢hild’s stomach is small, and when per-
feetly filled, ‘f no sickness disturbs i,
sleep follows naturally and inevitably.
As digestion goes on the stomach begins
to empty. A single fold in it will make
the little sleeper restless, two will waken
it, and if it is hushed again to repose, the
nap is short, and three folds put an end
to the slumber. Paregoric or other nar-
eotics may close its eyes again, but with-
out either food or some stupefying drug,
it will not sleep, no matter how healthy
it may be. We use the oft-quoted illus-
tration ‘‘sleeping as sweetly as an infant,”
because this slumber of the child follows
immediately after its stomach is complete-
ly filled with wholesome food. The sleep
which comes to adults long hours after
partaking of food and when the stomach
is nearly or quite empty, is not after the
type of infantile repose. There is all the
difference in the world between the sleep
of refreshment and the sleep of exhaustion.
To sleep well, the blood that swells the
veins in the head during our busy hours
must flow back, leaving a greatly dimin-
ished volume behind the brow that late-
ly throbbed with such vehemence. To
digest well this blood is needed at the
stomach, and nearer the fountains of life.
It is a fact established beyond the possi-
bility of contradiction that sleep aids di-
gestion, while the process of digestion is
conducive to refreshing sleep. It needs
no argument, to convince us of this mu-
tual relation. The drowsiness which al-
ways follows the well ordered meal is it-
self a testimony of nature to this inde-
pendence.
