Prohibition, High License or Moral Suasion,
Which ?

Dr. Chas, R, Weild, an eminent divine of
Baltimore, delivered an able discourre re-
cently, at Firmt Independent Christ's
Chuareh, on “The Liguor Question and How
to Treat It.,” We make the following ex-
tracts .

As far back as we can go we find man
thirsty. Every race has some means of
imtoxication. This comman craving must
be treated fairly and dispassionately. From
every point of view we all have one object,
and that is to produce that temperate state
against which there is no law,

How to handle this craving is one of the
pressing questions of the age, not alone in
the United States, but in England and
Germany. When we compare the social
habits of this t;imu with one hundred vears
ago, it is safe to say that the world s more
temperate, There are three ways in which
it has been and can be treated.

. By probibiting its manufacture and
sale. This has been attempted in Maine,
Vermont and Kansas. Maine has been a
probiibitory State for thirty-six vears, We
are justified in saving that prohibition does
not prohibit. Last yvear, in Portland, Me.,
there were 2,250 arrests, of which 1,424
were for drunkenness. This proportion

- holds good in other cities of Maine ; while
