"THE MYSTIC MISTLETOE.

Once a Feature of Pagan Rites, It
Now Belongs to Lovers.

From time immemorial the white
berried mistletoe hans playved a leading
part in Yuletide festivities, though it
has not alwavs conveved the osculato-
ry privileges which give it its value in
the eyves of the romantic youth of to-
day. Like 80 muany other features of
the Christmas celebration, mistletoe
nas been borrowed from the pagans of
antiguity and Christianized by the
lapse of centuries. The Persians be-
fore the birth of C'hrist used the mis-
tietoe in their sacred rites, and in parts
of India pagan priests still incorporate
It in their ritual, It higures largely in
seandinavian mythology., Baldur, the
son of Odin, though a demigod, was
slain by a spear of mistletoe, a proof
of its magic powers,

It is from the Druids of old England,
however, that mistletoe has come to
us. T'he Draidical priests,
I8 said, from the magl of the east, the
wise men who worshiped at tlie cradle
of the infant Saviour, held the mistle
toe as their most sacred POSSession,
and the cutting of the pretty parasite

from the oak, the tree which the
Drulds claimed God loved more than
any other, wuas attended with the

greatest solemnity, On the Druids’ fes-
tival day a grand procession, leading
two white oxen, moved to the mysti
grove. ‘There the were fastened
(0 the onk by their horns, and a white
robed priest climbed into the leafless
pranches amd cut the bunches of mis-
tletoe with n golden knife, The oxen
were then sacriticed and religious serv-
lces performed, after which the pro-
cession returned to the temple in the
l'ul'l“--t niel thie mistietoe was tll'llll.‘";it'l'll
o the Prruidical arcanum.
