College, ‘The Power of Oratory” ;
Alexander L. Harrington, Jr., Wash-
ington College, ‘‘Fourdations of Ameri-
can Greatness.”” The judges on thought
and composition were Bernard C,
Steiner, Ph. D., A. 8. Goldsborough, of
Baltimore, and Rev. C. Ernest Smith,
D. D, of Washington, D. C.; judges on |
