CECIL TO GO DRY.

will go dry, as on this date the present
license law will expire and local option
will go into effect. The question was
submitted to a vote of the people in
November last, and license was defeated

' by the narrow margin of about 62 yotes.

Unless repealed by the Legislature, the
present law will stand for four years,
Hotel proprietors are making prepara-
tion to close up business, many remov-
ing from the county,
the largest hotels in the county, will be
closed, one remaining open.

Under the new law anyone desiring
to purchase liquor must first apply to a
practicing physician 1n Cecil
county, who must apply in person and
procure the same. ‘The county received
from fees under the present law about
$3,000 a year, and all incorporated towns
in which hotel licenses were granted
received one-half of all license money.
The liquor men are preparing totest the
constitutionality of the new law, and
will likely carry it to the Court of Ap-
peals.

We have visited
the jail and premises in a body and
found them clean and neat and the
prisoners comfortably provided for.

We desire to call the attention of the
authorities responsible therefor to the
unsanitary condition of the public water
closets in the rear of the jail. Wedesire
to thank the Court and officers of the
court for their kind attention during
this session.

We the Grand Jury for Kent county
desire to report to this Honorable Court
that they have every reason to believe
the finances of Kent county are in
a deplorable condition, and that the
Board of County Commissioners, even
upon their own showing, demand a fair,
impartial and expert investigation since
we are satisfied the recent report of an
investigation made by their own at
torney and another, has not and will

| not satisfy the people.

[S HELD VALID.

The United States Supreme Court
Monday decided the case of Jackson W.
(Giles vs, the Board of Registrars of
Montgomery County, Ala.

Giles is a colored man who was denied
the privilege of registering as a voter
under the new constitution of Alabama,
and the case was brought to test the

validity of the portion of the state con-
stitution bearmg upon this question.
The relief sought was denied on the
ground that the case was political.

Justice Holmes, who delivered the
opinion, said that for the court to inter-
fere would be unheard of relief in cases
presenting only political questions.

Justices Brewer aud Brown united in
a dissent which upheld the jarisdiction
of the federal courts on the ground
that, as Giles was denied the right of
voting for a member of Congress re-
fusal of the right to register, a federal
question was involyed.

Justice Holmes’ written opinion was not
made publi¢, but he made quite an ex-
tended statement from the bench, recit-
ing at some length Giles’' petition, in
which Giles claimed to speak not alone
for himself, but for 5000 other negro
adults of Montgomery county, who,
claimed, would be disfranch as A re-
sult of the enforcement of the sufferage
provisions of the state constitution of
1901.

The case had been dismissed below
for want of jurisdiction, but Justice
Holmes =aid a majority of the court
were of Lhe opinion that the Supreme
Court should not confine itself to the
question of jurisdiction, but lhould con-
sider the case on its merits. He then
announced that it would be impossible
to grant the relief asked.

e pointed out that while Giles is
contending that the franchise system of
Alabama is a fraud, he declares his
competency as a voter under it, and
clond by saying that it was bey ond the
p-oui'ar of a court of equity to mnt the
petition.

Justice Harlan, in dissenting, said that
in his opinion the case should bave been
dismissed for want of jurisd alone,
