Climes—Buys an Orange
Orchard There.

Col. Potts, and wife of Tolchester, ar-
rived in Kent last week after a winter
spent in Southern climes. He came
direct from Porto Rica to New York in
four days and says the sudden change
from summer to winter was very trying
to his wife who has been sick for several
days. Col. Potts thinks the outlook for
growing oranges at Porto Rica is yery
promising and it is said that he invested
in some groves there. We hope he will
reap a big haryest.

The Colonel found no place like Tol-
chester on the Island but talks very in-
terestingly of the climate and customs.
He reports that the dry and rainy sea-
8ons are not so clearly marked there as
in some parts of the tropies; but the
natives say that from December till May
is the dry season, the other months of
the year forming the wet season. They
haye now had almost no rain since
Novemvoer, but the wet season is coming
gradoally for rain fell a'most every
afternoon—not the playfal patter, baut
an absolute downpour. A tropicalshower
18 & very different matter from a rain in
temperate climates. The sun may be
shining brightly, with some fleecy gray
clouds overhead, when, without warn-
ing, the clouds seem to drop, the streets
are deluged, the gutters become swift
streams’; then perhaps in a short time,
the weather is again serene, the clouds
are gone, and one sees only the bluest
of skies and brightest of sunshine.

Trayeling is in almost as primitive
stage a8 in Colonial times in our own
country. The roads are one of the best
features of the Island. Under Spanish
rule a military road was constructed by
convict labor from the capital to various
important points on the Island: this
road is a magnificent piece of engineer-
ing. Mountains were graded down,
chasms bridged with solid masonry,
walls of rock were hewn away, and the

result can but make one wonder and
admire.

There was formerly daily automobile
service over this road from San Juan to
Ponce, a distance of 80 miies, the auto-
mobile company having a contract with
the government to tramsport mail across
the Island. Baut this has been discon-
tinued, and mail tranaportation is now

Iby coach, relays of horses being always

ready at points along the route. There
are very few railroads, and these are

Iuhort and near the coast. Some of the

larger cities boast trolley lines, but
travel, for any distance, is ordinarily by
coach. Also, a steamer makes a weekly
trip around the Island, stopping at the
most important places. Steamship lines
connect at San Juan with ports of South
America, Spain, other islands of the An-

| tilles, and also with New York and New

Orleans.

There are numerous rivers forming a
network in all parts of the Island ; but
they are principally mountain streams
that dance merrily down a rocky bed on
their way to tne sea during the dry
season, and that become swollen, roar-
ing torrents during the season of rain.
But few are navigable even for small
craft, their entrances serving simply for
barbors.

On all sides and at all times is seen
the tropical luxuriance of verdue, but
many are disappointed by the lack of

bright colors, for Nature plants not the
profusion of gay tints to be met in some
parts of the tropics. Yet she is not nig-
gardly bere, for all seasons there may
be seen a profusion of beautiful flowers
with a little care and attention.
