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TOMATO CULTURE.
The Best Way in Which to Plant the Popular
Crop
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A bulletin from the Maryland Agni-
caltural Experiment Station sumsup an
article on tomato culture as follows :

Only strong, and stocky
plants should be set out, and as far as
possible they should not be checked in
their growth, The plants should be
well enltivated and cared for, good land
should be and rotation (not with
potatoes) should be practiced from year
{0 vear,
ing the moisture in thesoil, and keeping
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other insects there
by clean calture in keeping down weeds |
and other plants on which the insects
feed, which may be 1n
vicinity, Late fall plowing is again ad-
vantageons by breaking up the little
earthen cells 1in the pupa are
found under the ground, thus exposing
them to the action of the frost.

There are many other insects which
are injurious o the tomato. Among
them may be mentioned the Colorado
potato beetle, Dorvhora 10-lineata,
which sometimes attacks the young
plants while in the bed, and also when
they are set out 1n the field. The old-
fashioned potato beetle, KEpicauta Vitata,
allied species of blister beetles
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prove very serious at times by eating

the foliage However, anapplication of
