Ten
years ago the Legislature passed a State
Aid bill permitting each county to spend
on road improvement an amount equal
to one-fourth of 1 per cent. of its ratable
property.

In the following vear 4 counties out of
the 20 in the State built together neagly
75 miles of road. Last year 17 counties
built their quota of roads, completing
during the year nearly 156 miles of
sound, level highways.

Since the passage of the act more than
$1,250,000 of the State’s money has been
spent on good-road building and more

than 700 miles of roadways have been
constructed under the most appreved
monern methods. The work is so popu-
lar that there is a demand to double the
amount permitted to be expended on
the roads under the law., The last Leg-
