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Contract.

A special dispatch from Centreville,
Md., May 9th, says: In the case of
Numsen & Sons, of Baltimore, against
Mr. Rafus F. Parks, of Chestertown,
for non-delivery of tomatoes under
contract, the jury brought in a ver-
dict at 3 o’clock this afternoon in
favor of the defendant, Mr. Parks. The
case involved the right of a tenant to
enter into a contract with a canner with-
out the consent of the landlord. The
case was decided against the tenant’s
right to do so. Mr. James P, Gorter, of
the Baltimore bar, was counsel for Num-
sen & Sons, He had as associates Hope
H. Barroll, of the Chestertown bar, and
Thomas J, Keating, of the Centreville
bar. Messrs. R. D, Hynson and H. W,
Vickers, of the Chestertown bar, and J.
Frank Harper, of the Centreville bar,
represented Mr. Parks.

The particulars of the case, in brief,
are as follows: Mr. Venables, a tenant
of R. F. Parks, of Chestertown, con-
tracted in May of last year to grow five
acres of tomatoes for Numsen & Sons.
He planted nine acres of tomatoes,
which rose in price. Mr. Venable con-
tinued to ship a certain guantity of to-

cern, but most of them, according to
Numsen & Sons, he sold tolocal canners
after the price of tomatoes went up.
Mr, Parks, the lJandlord of the farm on
which the tomatoes weregrown, claimed
that he gave his tenant, Venables, no
authority to contract with Numsen &
Sons ; thatany such contract was invalid
The case was removed from Kent to |
Queen Anne’s for trial, with the resalt
above stated.
