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ADAM STEWART CONVICTED.

Judge Martin at Centreville on Tues-
day pronounced the sentence of the
Circuit Court on Adam Stewart, who
had been on trial for two days for the
murder of Chas. F. Imler, near Ridge-
ley. on March 28 last, He found Stewart
guilty of murder in the second degree
and sentenced him to 15 years in the
penitentiary. Stewart is but 17 years
of age.

The court was in session until nearly
midnight. The last and only witness
calledl by the prosecution was Z C.
Henry, a practicing physician of Berlin,
Md. Dr. Henry was a physician at the
Baltimore City Hospital at the time
Imler was brought there in adying con-
dition, and the latter made his dying
declaration, which was admitted by the
court. In this declaration Imler said
that he had not threatened Stewart in
any way and declared that the assault
was unprovoked. Both attorneys for
the defense, William H. Deweese and
Edward H. Brown, laid emphasis on the
fact that Imler had seized a chair with
which to strike Stewart, when the lat-
ter shot him,

The case of Charles W, Waddell, of
Church Hill, indicted for violation of
the local option law, was completed on
Wednesday and given to the jury about
o o'clock, He was indicted on nine
counts and was tried on five of them.
The jury, after being out three hours,
brought in a verdict of guilty in one
count at 8 o’clock last Wednesday night.
The remaining four counts were stetted.
He was sentenced to 30 days in jail and
to pay a fine of $100 and all costs of the
case,
