CONTESTED IN /CECIL.

A VICTORY FOR MR. CROTHERS

Organization Wiag of Party Prevailed in
Eight of Nine Precincts—Very Large
Yote Polled.

Democratic primaries of Cecil
county Saturday brought ont a vole
unprecedented in the history of the
party in the county, and resulted in a
landslide for the organization wing of
the party, led by ex-Senator Austin L,
Crothers, who won a complete trinmph
over the anti-organization wing led hy
ex-Senator John 8., Wirt and Albert
Constable. The organization wing of
the party carried eight of the nine dis
tricts by substantial majorities, which
will give them complete control of the
county convention to be held in Elkton
next Toesday, when a full connty ticket
will be put in nomination. The organi-
zation people carried the county by over
600 majority., The only district carried
by the anti-organization people was the
First, by 15 majority, The districts
carried by the organization and their
majorities were: Second, 55; Third,
193 ; Fourth, 23; Fifth, 54 ; Sixth, 25
Seventh, 184 ; Eighth, 70; Ninth, 25

The campaign just brought to a ¢ ore
was the most bitter one in the annals of
the party. It has been in progress since
December last, when the Cecil Demo-
crat, edited by Mr. John S. Wirt, the
leader of the anti-organization faction,
opened a vigorous attack upon the
organization wing of the party. The
heavy vote polled attested the in-
terest in the resalt of the fight, and re-
sembled more an election than a pri-
mary meeting. In the Third, or Elkton
district, the vote was unusually heavy,
830 votes being polled. Notwithstand-
ing the bitterness that has characterized
the contest and heavy vote out, the
election was conducted without a par-
ticle of disorder in any district, and the
best of feeling prevailed.
