the 5th or 6th, do not be thrown off
your guard until the indications culmi-
nate, Vicious thunder storms, ac-
companied with bail and possibly
tornadic centers, are among the things
reasonably to be expected at this period,
Venus downpours of rain, amounting
to cloudburst in many locaiities, are
also more thar probable. Yon can de-
pend upon it, the storms of this period
will not be entirely over until the barom-
eter makes a decided rise, and the winds
change and blow strong and much cooler
from the west and north. Some very
cool nights are sure to result when the
storms are over,

On and touching the 9th and 10th,
look for reaction to storm conditions—
change 10 much warmer, falling barom-
eter and more storms of rain, thunder,
and heavy squalls of wind.

The regular storm period coveringthe
14th to the 19th, wiil reach i1ts culmin-
ating stages about Wednesday Thursday
and Friday, the 17th, 18th and 19th,
Make careful plans to avoid the June
showers, especially in vour hay-making
at this time. On and touching the 2lst
and 22nd, look for the return of storm
conditions, with renewed thunder and
rain squalls, and much harmless light.-
ning at night, Most sections will haye
snflicient rains at this and other June
periods. Central regions mayv have too
much, while extreme north and south
sections may suffer some shortage.

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HAS FIVE WIVES AND 42 CHILDREN.
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President Smith, of Mormon Church, Talks of
Decrease in Number of Mer Who
Have Plural Wives.

In an interview President Joseph F.
Smith, head of the Mormon Church,
spoke very freely of the position of the
Mormon Church on the question of po-
lygamy and on other matters connected
with the church. He gaid:

“I have five wives and five families
aggregating forty-two children, twenty-
one sons and twenty-one daughters. 1|
am living with one wife ; my home is
with her. 1 visit the other four ocea-
sionally and sapport themm and their
children., I do not believe thereisany-
one in the whole country who would
have any regard for any man in my
position who would cast his wives and
children aside and not care for them.

‘“In 1890, at the time of President
Woodruff’s manifesto suspending plural
marriages, there were 2451 polygamie
families, members of the Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints in the
United States. On May 1, 1901, it was
ascertained that the original number
had been reduced by 1564, or 63 per
cent., leaying only 897, and that the
great majority are of advanced age.
“The number of polvgamists living in
Utah on May 1, 1902, was 7566. 1t issafe
to estimate that this number has been
redunced during the last yvear at least 5
per cent., 8o that now there should not
exceed 718 men in Utah haying plural
wives.

“We have no desire to pose as mar-
tyrs. Some of our people have been
hindered in the exercise of their convyic-
tions, of what is right, but not in their
sincere belief, which is free and cannot
be infringed. The church submits to
the law of the land, and this undoubted-
ly requires some individual sacrifices,

““We believe in plural marriages and
believe they are in accord with a direct
mandate from God, but the church has

bowed to the law in good faith.”
