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Senator Arthur P Gorman is ex pected
to return from Euarope on or about the
156th Jday of August, That will be
the midst of the campaign for the city
primaries, but it is not expected that
Mr. Gorman will take any part in that
contest as between rival candidates for
the nomination,
his friends say, is the election of the

In order for Mr. Gorman to put him-
self in position for the nomination he
must carry Maryland next fall. It won't
do for a Republican Governor to be
elected in Maryland if Maryland 18 to
present a candidate for the nomination,
Hence the anxiety of the Gorman
people for a strong candidate for Gover-
nor whether the candidate 18 a Gorman
man or not.

One gentleman, in discussing the
relatiye strength of Senator Spencer C,
Jones and Mr. Edwin Warfield, said :

Demo-
cratic primaries have been held in three
counties, and in two of them, namely,
Talbot and Queen Anne’s Mr. War-
fleld’s name was not mentioned. In
the other one, Cecil, an avowed War-
field ticket was put up and it was beaten
in every election district in the county,
and by an overwhelming yote,
