In
similar cases the trial and execution of
sentence should be as quick as possible
a8 then the good effect of the punish-
ment will be double and a repetition of
such disgraces prevented.

These occurrences are the result of
bad teaching on the part of whites and
80 long as it is thus outraged com-
munities will protect themselves. For
instance, at a meeting of negroes held
at Belleville, 1ll., Rev. C. H. Thomas,
one of the speakers, advised his hearers
that they should sell their coats and
buy guns with which to defend them-
selves, Other speakers expressed similar
sentiments, and the negroes present
were worked up to a high piteh of
excitement. Mrs. lda Wells Barnett
informed the men that they must
organize to fight their own battles, say-
ing that they never could expect the
white men to fight for them until they
had shown themselves capable of fight-
ing for themselves.
