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CAPT. WM. CUNDIFF DEAD

Was One of the Oldest Masters of Bay
Steamers—Flags Half-Masked on Many
Vessels as a Tribute to His Memory—

trouble. He had suffered with this|
complaint for several years, but entered
the hospital for treatment only one

week ago.

The deceased was a pioneer in the
business and at the time of his death
was a director in the Tolchester Com-
pany, baving been re elected only on
Saturday last, when the stockholders

met, together witk the other oflicers
and directors.

Captain Candiff was born in Middle-
sex county, Virginia, on April 19, 1830.
His youth and the early years of his
maturity were spent in Virginia. Abont
50 years ago he went to New York and
entered the emplov of the old Baltimore
and New York Transportation Com-
pany, rising to the rank of captain. He
remained with this company for two
years and then came to Baltimore to
take charge of a vessel of the Eriecsson
Line. Later he purchased a coutro!ling
interest in the Sassafras River Line of
steamboats and became superintendent
and general manager of the company.
He is said to haye known not only how
1o fill eyery position on a steamhoat, but
also to haye been a practical constructor
yof vessels. The steamer Toghwogh,
' considered a phenomenon in her day
 for speed and reliability, was built under

his supervision bv William Skinner &
Sone, She was afterward sold to a con-
cern at Fall River, Mass., and was de-
stroyed by fire. The Fall River people
are said to have paid a big premium
over the cost price of the hoat because
of her recognized superiority of con- |
struction and her remaikable speed,
The steamer Sassafras, recently rebuilt
by the Tolchester Company and now
known as the Annapolis, was also built
for the BSassafras River Line under
Captain Cundiff’s supervision, and was |
considered a model boat.

Three vears ago Captain Cundiff sold
out his holdings in the Sassafras River
LLine to the Tolchester Company, which
then passed under the control of the
latter company, Captain Coandiff becom-
ing a stockholder and director therei 1.

Captain Candiff married on April 18,
IS64, Miss Eliza Blake, of Hyanns,
Mass. He purchased in 1865 the house |
at 1608 West Lexington sireet, where hel
made his residence. On June 29, 1900,
Mrs. Candif died. Throughout their
married life they had kept the same
servant, a white woman, who remained
with the Captain after the death of hial
wife. The onlv sarviving immedinle,
relatives are two pisters—Mrs, E. I,
Colmary and Mrs. George Clark, both of
Baltimore—and one brother, Captain
Albert Cundiff, who was formerly as-
sociated with the deceased in business,
and is now living in Virginia. Capt
John A Clark, of the steamer B. S, Ford,
I8 & nephew.

The funeral took place Thursdav from
the residence, interment being in Green-
mount Cemeterv, beside the grave of

We find the work of the {'UHE;{U Pro-
gressing. The number of students has
increased nearly 30 per cent. over last
The past few vears have shown
A marked increase in the number takinz
the Mechanical, Agricultural and Scien-
tific Branches, and a steady decrease in
the number taking the classical CONUTse,
now but 7 per cent. of the enrollment
showing conclusively that the work of
this institution is more and more aj
preciated by the farmers of our State,
and should be supported by them in a
determined effort to secure additional ap-
propriations from the State, as they may
be needed. And, we should not hesitate
to ask for what our interests require,
and insist upon receiving it.

The appearance of the students, their
carriage and general bearing, are s
credit to their training.

The grounds and lands show & con-
tinued improvement, and remembering
the original poverty of this soil, the
results are remarkable.

We notice the commencement of the
new dormitory and executive building
partially provided for by last year's
appropriation. This building cannot be
finished without additional legislation.

Regarding the particular needs of the
college, we think it wise to state that we
believe in a few vyears, the continued
increase in the number of students will
exceed the capacity of the buildings be-
fore they are completed, The fact is
that the college and experiment station
have at all times been hampered by tue
lack of funds at their disposal, every
department suffers from this stinting.
We believe they have not been curtailed
purposely by the people of the State.
but rather owing to the fact that so few
realize the amount of work beirg done
here, and the benefit that is derived by
the agricultural interes': and the State
generally from this work.

The farmers are to be congratulated
on the spirit of the faculty of the college
and the officers of the experiment sta-
tion, and also on the total absence of
any political influence.

And further that in the fact of added
difficulities and embarrassments, they
continue to obtain results in research
which are national in reputation, and
specific in benefits conferred to every
man who tiils a farm in the State of
Marviand.
