For more than five
years Sir Thomas Lipton has been de-
voting eyery minute of his spare time
and millions of dollare of his fortune |
10 try tc capture the trophy won 52
years ago by the famous schooner
America. In his five years of hard
work Sir Thomas has locsened a few of
the rivets that haye held the cup so fast
in this country, and he fondly hopes
'that this time with his triple Shamrock
he will bearit away tothe Emerald Isle.

The Lipton fleet numbers in all 33
vessels. It takes 205 mea to handle it
and to do the work that is necessary to
be done,

The fleet is headed by the flagship
Erin, a steamer 260 feet in length. Then
there is the challenger for the cup,
Shamrock 11, a racing hoat pure and
simple. To help get this racing craft in
perfect tune the first challenger, Sham-
rock I, has been brought over and kept
in the finest possible racing trim, be-
cause if the trial boat was not doing her
best it would be impossible for the new
one to be improved in speed. Then
there is the big ocean-going tug Cruiser,
which helped convey the racers across
the water. A barge has been pressed
into service here, on which stores, extra
sails and spars are kept.
