The
plilar is a solid shaft of wrought iron,
fixteen inches in diameter and of a
length that is variously reported. The
total length is from forty-eight to sixty
feet under ground and above, includ-
Ing a capital of three and one-half
feet. The pillar contains about eighty
cubie feet of metal and weighs about
seventeen tons. The metal s, of
course, charcoal iron. made directly
from ore In small billets: but how it
was welded up no one can tell, as no
record exists of any early method of
dealing with great masses of wrought
iron.
