The election this year is the most im-
portant since 1867, It is a eontest for |
wlhite supremacy in the State; a struggle
as to whether intelligent white citizens
should continue toconduct the affairs of
government, or a few people, supported
by nearly sixty thousand Negro voters,
shall control,

That is the issue

Should the Republicans carry the day,
McComas, of Force Bill fame, will go
back to the United States Senate, and a
Republican Legislature would so alter
the election ballot as to make it easy
for the most ignorant negro to vote, and
thus extend an invitation to the disfran-
chised negroes of the South to come to
Maryland., The negro immigration that
was started was checked by the last
change in the ballot, Kent alone having
lost 100 colored voters. The Republi-
cans, if successful, will restore the old
form, with party emblems at the head
of the tickets. Fverv negro knows
Lincoln’s head, and evervone could
readily yote a straight Republican ticket
and would do so.

The 60,000 negro voters now in the
State wonld be augmented by more so
soon as they learned how easv it was to
vote in Maryland. This i1s no time to
take any chances There is too much
at stake, White supremacy is in the
balance. If any mistake is made, and
the Republicans win, it may be many
years before the State is redeemed.
