FIRST STEAMERS ON LAKES

The Ontario and the Frontenac.
Launched 101 Years Ago, Were
Constructed in 18186,

The first steamboats on the QGrest
lLakes were launched 101 years ago on
Lake Ontario. Two craft operated by
steam were constructed in 1816 on the
of the latter lake, one being
the Ontario, bullt at Sacketts Harbor,
N. Y,, and the other the Frontenae.
which was launched at Ernestown.
Canada, on September 7, 1816. The
Frontenne was one of the finest steam-
boats afloat at that time. It cost $70.-
000, and was of 700-tons burden, its
length of deck being 170 feet. The
Fronterac was placed in operation 100
years ago, making three round trips
each month from Kingston to York and
Nlagara. Capt. James McKenzie. who
had had experience in the British navy
was placed In command. The Fron-
tenac was In service on Lake Ontarlo
tor ten vears, soon had several
rivals for the lake trade.

A fare of 215 was charged from
Kingston to Niagara for first-cluss pns-
fsengers, but deck passengers were car-
ried for £3.75 a head. The fre'ght rate
was “4 shilllngs per barrel bullk.”

The first steamship on Lakes Frie
wae the Walk-in-the-Water. which was
inuncled at Black Rock, near Buffule.
