similar to the method or form of or-
ganization lieretofore adopted by the
Grangers’ Unions. It seemis that the
refusal of the local dealers in farm-
ers’ supplies to sell them needed ar-
ticles at fair prices and to pay them
the market price for their products,
led to its organization. They did
not think they were fairly treated as
individual producers,and determined
to compel equitable dealing by the
combined forece of numbers, in this
respert imitating the example of
nearly all lives of traders with whom
fromi tiecessity they were compelled
to deal:

The object of their organiation
was not to demonstrate any mierely
speculative or economic theory, but
simply to teach local monopolists
that they as farmers, could conduct
their business as such, independent-
ly of any and all of them.

I'he five hwndred farmers whoo
formed this comibiirstion; represent
a combined capital of over fotfr mtil-
lion dollars, embracing the owner-
ship of one hundred and sixty farms,
contained in an area of about ten

square miles.

After considering carefully, and
mattiring their plans of organiza-
tion, thelr first Step was to secure
the services of a biisititse manager of
integrity and capacity. They séctiied
the right man, and in ten years, their
business has increased from $100,000
to $624,251.00. Last year their
