The distance from the drag at which
the team is hitched affects the depth
of the cutting. Shortening the chain
tends to lift the front slab from the
ground; a longer hitch causes the
blade to cut more deeply. The length
of hitch may be regulated by length-
ening and shortening the chain at the
end which runs through the hole in
the blade end @f the drag. If small
Weeds are to be eut the doubletree
should be attached rather closer to the
ditch end of the drag. The drag will
now move nearly ditch end foremost,
and the driver should stand with one
foot on the extreme forward end 'of
the front slab. This will swing the
drag back to the proper angle and
will cause the blade to plow.

The drag does the best work when
the soil is moist, but not sticky. The
earth then moves freely along the
faces of the slabs. If the roadway is
very badly rutted, ard full of holes, it
may be well to us¢ the drag once when
the ground is slughy. This treatment
Is particularly applicable before a cold
spell in winter when it is possible to
have a roadway freeze smooth,
