The tone of
a bell may be raised or lowered by
cutting off a little metal in the proper
places. To lower the tone the bell
tuner puts the bell in his lathe and

' reams it out from the point where the

' swell begins, nearly down to the rim.
" As the work proceeds he frequently

tests the note with a tuning fork, and

' the moment the right tone is reached
he stops reaming. To raise the tone, |

on the econtrary, he shaves off the

| lower edge of the bell, gradually less-

ening or flattening the bevel, in order
to shorten the bell, for of two bells
of equal diameter and thickness the
shorter will give the higher note.
noteworthy instance of bell-tuning
was at Lausanne, where twelve bells,
in three neighboring steeples, pro-
duced only seven distinct notes, and
gave out a most curious discord.
