Now when the oyster feeds 1t opens
its shell so wide that the full oyster
{tself is plainly visible. The sight of
such a morsel was tco great a tempta-

tion for the duck. He made a head-

long plunge, inserting his bill between

the ovster’'s open shell.
Like a flash the shell closed on the

duck’'s beak. Then came a struggle

for life. The oyster, which was quite

In this wav the bird drowned. Its
buovancy was sufiicient to float it
with the ovsters. and thus it drifted
mear the dock, where it was captured.
When taken from the water the oys-
ter was clinging to the bird's beak

with such force that considerable dif-

ficulty was had in breaking its hold.
