“over-prepayments’” and asserted that
he would be able to show that not
more than 20 per cent. of the $67,000
actually remained in the company’'s
treasury. He added that posi.ive in-
structions were given by the company
to all its representatives 10 make re-
funds on all discoverable overcharges.

“Well,” said Commissioner [Lane, “it
is conclusively established that the
agents of the companies themselves
do not understand the tariffs and
regulations of the companies.

Gomez was named for provisional
president of the Mexican Republic and
President Francisco 1. Manero was
condemned in bitter terms in a procla-
mation circulated among the revolting
Juarez garrison and members of the
new revolutionary junta in El Paso..

The proclamation is dated “Revolu-
tionary Camp in Chihuahua, February
1, 1912,” and bears the signatures of
Louis Fernandez and Col. L. Salabar
as “Chiefs of the forces of the north.”

It is taken here as another indica-
tion of the possible connection Dbe-
tween the revolt of the Juarez garri-
son and the Zapata movement in
Southern Mexico. It is addressed to
the “valiant sons of Chihuahua” and
recites how they were among the first
to aid the Madero revolution of No-
vember, 1910, to “overthrow the
tyranny which for more than 30 years
joked with our rights.”

President Madero is criticised
especially for “installing in office Vice-
President Pino Suarez =against the

| will of the whole republic.”

According to the proclamation the
new revolutionary junta will consist
of David de la. Fuente, P. Martinez,
Policarpe Rueda, Francisco L
Guezman and R. Gomez Robelo.
