This, briefly is the problem of sol-
dering.

Most metals can be soldered: not.
however, cast iron or aluminum. In
the case of galvanized iron or zinc.
use muriatic acid straight. As more
ekill is acquired, you will be able to
pick up solder on the point of the
coffer, when you can buy solder by
the bar.
