v The Plater Trial,

The trial of John R. Plater, for the
murder of his wife, (a removed case

feom Talbot county, indicted at the
March term, 1872) has been in progress

for several days at Cambridge. The

interest there in the case is intense, and
throughout the State con sidergble in-
torest im the trial is evinced. Gov.
Thomas, of Talbot, Henry & Sullivane,
of Cambridge, are retained as counsel

| for defence. The State is represented

by Mr. Howard M. Milbourn and At-
torney General Syester. Mr. Milbourune
was appointed in the absence of Gen.
Svester, he at that time being at An-
napolis atlending the Wharton trial.
Mr. Milbourne made the opening state-
ment for the State. He said the State
would show that the deceased came to
her death at the hands of the accused,
by ome of three ways, strangulation,
suffocation, willful and felonious ex-
posure to inclement weather at a critical
condition of her health, or by an actual
administyation of poison. He said the
State expected to prove that sometime
ia the year 1865 the defendant became
acquainted with the accused in the State
of Virginia; that she was young, with
but little knowledge, while he was a
man of mature years, with social and
educational advantages ; that he won
her affections and then sacrificed her
innocence upon the altar of his lusts ;
that he married her when her shame
could no longer be concealed; that on
the day after their marria: ® they went
to Lynchburg, Va., and stopped at Lhe
house of a married sister of the dec’d. |
that they remained there sometime,
when he went away, as he. alleged, to
seek employment; that he returned
about New Year, 1866, to be present al
the confinement of his wife ; that he re-
mained with her until the following
March, when he went away again in
search of employment, as he alleged ;
that he corresponded with her for a
short time, and then she lost sight of

' him ; that in May, 1868, she Jearned
that her husband was in Talbot county,

Md., and that she induced Jackson, her
brother-in-law to go asd sce him, but
that Plater refused to see him, and that
Jackson had to return home without
accomplishing anything; that being
destitute of money and clothing, she
(Mrs. Plater) apprenticed herself to a
milliner, and remained there until
March, 1871, when she started for Mary-
land ; ‘that when she reached her hus-
band’s house he met her with .the in-
sulting speech, ‘“You d—d b—H, what
did you come here for ?» that she en-
tered the house and remained there un-
til the following August ; that she soon
discovered the reason of his unwilling-
ness to receive her ; that she found him
living in adultry with a negro woman
named Rebecea Cornish, and that while
the negro woman was there, Mrs. Pla-
ter had to occupy a room in the lower
story, while her husband slept up stairs
with his negro mistress ; that his cru-
elty became so great that she had to ap-
ply to the law for protection ; and that
on the advice of the State’s Attorney of
Talbot county, she returped to Lyuch-
burg, Va., where she remained until she
received a letter telling of her husband’s
sickness which created a desire to see
him, and she left Virginia for Mary-
land, reaching KEaston on Friday. the
Ist of December ; that on the following
day she started on foot for her husband’s
house— having no means to pay fora
carriage ; that when she reached the
house Plater met her and demanded to
know why she had come ; that she an-
swered she properly belonged there and
intended to stay : that he sent his pre-
cious mistress, Rebecea, over to a neigh-
bor's house, ordered the fire to be put
out, fastened down the windows, and se-
cured doors, and left and went to Eas-
ton, leaving her sitting on the door
step on that cold December day, he re-
turned about sunset, accompanied by

found Mrs. Plater had succeeded in en-
tering the house ; that he said to her,

The State then called Susan Wilsony
who testified that she dressed the dead
body for burial, and observed bruises
on the back ot the corpse, abrasions on
the knees, and cuts, as from a kick,
about the left groin.

Harriscn Kirby testified that he knew
Mrs. Plater, witness found the body
between some briars and a fence ; the
body was covered with snow, the bands
were clenched, and one held a handker-
chief te the nose.

Dr. Anderson was the physician who
attonded the Coroner’s inquest, and he
being unable to attend the trial, his af- |
fdavit was admitted oy consent of the
State. The evidence admitted is in
subgtance 4hat there was no marks of
violencé un the body of the deceased,
and that he found a bottle of chloroform
and a paper containiug remnants of
strychning, and that, in his opinion,
Mrs. Plater died of paison administered
by her own hand.

Dr. Earle, of Easton, madea post: |
mortem examination of the body of Mrs.
Plater, and believes death ensued from
a mon-natural cause, possibly suffoca-
tion.

John Cox testified that Rebecca Cor- |
nish, Plater’s mistress, (negress) was |
dressed better than Mrs. Plater. On a
hypothetical question stated, Dr. Steele
said the bruises on the corpse werc due
to unoatural causes—possibly, suffica-
tion. Drs. Earle and Bailey confirmed
the above opinion.

Mrs. Charles Bryan testified that
Plater told her that her husband (a la-
borer in Plater’s employment) need not
fear arrest, that if anybody killed Mrs.
Plater he himself had done it.
