We have been enabled to
purchase goqds and immplements, almost
of every kind and quality at a reduction
in price, and we think it well pays to be
a Patron.

Although farmers outside of our or-
der have, and are still reaping the bene-
fits of our order; we would like for them
Lo unite with us, tha: they may share
fully with us, and as cultivators of the

soil let us nurture hope that they will. |

ed to them double the amount paid as

soon as the degrees should be conferred, |
