We do not have to look far for the
causes of this state of depressign and
hard times, forilis net allogether due to
the financial eondition of the country.—
For many years the people of this coun-
ty have been largely engaged in the
manufacture of lumber. They said
farming didn't pgy, but the making of
lnmber would. And even if farming
would pay 1n the end, the processes by
which that end couid be reached were
far oo slow and required them Lo waig
too long, whereas by the latter money
could much more rapidly Le obtained.
With the mania for becoming suddenly
rich; the whold country was filled with
steam-mills, and was soon expected to be
metamorphosed into an El Dorado. The
serried forests of pine were no longer al-
lowed to cumber the earth, but were
mowed down richt and left. Dbul the
mills cost moncy, and the facilities for
tramsporting beth timber and lumber
cost money. And with the increase of
money—a Kind of in ¢irgnsifu increase —
was an increase of wants. The lumber
was made:; the mony was received for
it, but it was spent ag soon as made Lo
live upoid and to purchase luxuries not
hitherto attainable. We can’t be ex-
celled by our neighbors, no matter how
rich they are ! Such is the Awmerican
republican idea of life.

Lime for Apple Trees,

o —

A sucecessful pomologistof New Jer- |

sey writes the New York Herald that
he once noticed that a tree standing in
the immediate vicivity of his dwelling
had all at once put forth _ with renewed
energy and he was at a loss for some
time to define the cause. On exawmina-
tion he found that a quantity of lime,
which had accidentally been spilled and
rendered worthless by becoming mixed
with jhe refuse, on the stable floor, had
been thrown at the foot of and around
the tree, and to this, as the principal
cause, he immediately accredited the
revival and renewed fructification of the
tree. Taking the hint from the inci-
dent, he purchased twelve casks of lime
and applied half a bushel to each of the
trees in his orchard, and found that it
produced immediate benelicial effects. —
Not the health of the tree only but the
quality of the fruit also was greatly im-
proved. The Herald adds that it has
known some farmers to make it a regu-
lar practice lfor a succession pf years Lo
throw caustic lime around Lheir apple

trees in the spring and summer.

CripinG Horses.—*Cribbing is
caused in the first plage by some foreign
substance being pressed between the
teeth, or by the front teeth growing too
close together, thus causing pain. The
horse, to avoid this, instinciively pulls
at any hgrd subslance, thus spreading
the points of the teeth, and by that
means affording - temporary relief. To
remedy this fault, it is only necessary
to saw hetween tho teeth with a very
thin saw; this relicves the {zeth of all
side pres@tirey and effectually ends the
trouble. “The gulping of wind and the
gurging in the “throat are effects that
will ccase with the remoyal of the
cause.”’
