No license shall be granted to sell spirituous or
fermented liguors or lager beer in quantities not
less than a pint, for the sum of $18.60, uunless the
person applying therefor shall also obtain a license
to gell goods, chattels, wares and merchandise, pay-
ing therefor the 8un heretofore prescribed, accord-
ing to the amouut of the stock in trade.

ORSTER AND EaTING HoUusgs,—The license to be
paid by the keepers of oyster and eating liouses is
| $50.60 throunghout the State.

BILLIARD TABLES.—A license may be granted to
any perion who may apply for permission to keep
a billiard table, for which license there shall be paid
the sum of $100.00,

Hawkers and peddiers must renew their licenses
on or before the 1st of May, as other traders, The
rates arc as follows:

To travel on foot, $41 60
With one horse and wagon, 51 60
With two horses and wagon, 71 60

No such liceuse shall be granted to any bawker or
peddler iu the name or style of a partuership, or
company, and but one person shall trade ander any
such license. No such license shall extend beyond
the county ia which it is issued. A violation of the
law subjects the ofeuder to a fine of nol less than
fifty dollars nor more than one hundred dollars,
recoverable before a Justice of the Peace,

BrokERS.—Any person who shall make it his.
business to deal in any manner on his own account,
or for others, in the purchase or sale of stocks, bills
notes, bank notes or other obligations, ﬂh.p.ll, be.
deemed and takun to be a broker. The rates are as
follows :

Exchange Broker, $100 60
Stock Broker, 75 60
Bill Broker, 50 60,

Females vending millinery and other small arti-
oles, whose stock is not over $500, pay a licease of
$6.60 only ; but if over that amount, they are re-
quired to pay the same licenses as other persons—
outh to be made as to amonnt of stock at the prin-
cipal season of the year.

The Cierk shall not issue license to any person tg
sell spirituous and fermented liquors from whom
the Grand Jury has recommended a license to be
| withheld, or to a person whose license has been sup-
pressed by the Court, without a special onder of the
Court.

StaLLIONS.—The owner and keeper of every stal-.
lion or jack shall, before being permitted to stand
or station such animal, pay to the Clerk of the Cir-
cuit Court of some one of the counties of the Stlate,
the highest sum that he intends to ask or receive
for the season for one mare ; and the receipt of the
=aid Clerk, with the seal of his Court attached there-
to, for said sum, shall be the license for stationing
or standing auch stallion or jack for one year from
| the date thereof ; provided, that in no case shall
| the sum directed to be paid by this section for such
license be less than ten dollars ; and that every stal-
lion or jack upon which the said tax is paid shall be
exempt from all other State tax.

Any owner or keeper statjoning or standing any
stallion or jack without a license shall forfeit and
pay twice the sum authorized and required to be
paid in the last preceding section, one-half to the
State and the other half to the informers.
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Amendments to the License Laws
passed January Session, 1868,

(Chaptor 238, page 414.)

AN ACT

To add an additional section to article Afty-six of
the Code of Public General Laws, entitled Licen-
ses, 50 as to empower a trader to sell the license
to trade with the stock of goods:

Sec. 1.—Be it enacted by the General Assembly of
Maryland, That the following section be added to
Article fifty six of the Code of Public General Laws
eatitled Licenses,

¥ —. And be it enacted, Any trader who has taken
out license to sell goods, chattels, wares, werchan-
dise, spirituous and fermented liquors or lager beer,
in this State, shall have the privilege to sell out
said license to any party purchasing his stock of
goods, and purchasing or renting his place of busi-
ness, and the party so purchasing may continue to
gell under the license of his predecessors in business
until the expiration of said license,

(Chapter 448, page 863.)

AN ACT

To add to the temnth section of Article 56, of the Code
of Public General Laws, a sub-section, requiring
& license to enable any person to act as Real Es-
tate Broker,

Section 1.—Be it enacted by the General Assembly
' of Maryland, That there be added to the tenth sec-
tion of article 56 of the Code of Public General
Laws, a sub-section to read as follows :

Sub-Section 1.,—Any person applying for the same
and paying the sum of fifty dollars, may obtain a
license for carrying on the business of Real Estate
. Breker, and any individual, copartnership or firm

who shall carry on the business of a Real Estate
| Broker, without a license, shall be subject to the
penalties imposed upen other brokers by section
seventeen of this article.

N. B,—By instructions received from the Treas-
ury Department, at the Clerk’s office, all persons
applying for a license of any kind, (except mar
licenses, which are the same as heretofore,)
hereafter have to pay the fee of fifty cents for iss
suing the same making a tetal of sixty cents as
stated above, The fee of fifty cents has heretofore
been charged to the State,
