The Truth is Atways Important,

The Supreme Court of the United
States in a recent decision has decided
that applicants for policies in Life In-
surance Companies must answer all of
{he usual questious truthfully propoun-
ded by the agent. If, in answer 10 the
usual questions, whether they are con-
sidered material or immaterial, if not
answered truthfully, all of them, their
legal representative will get rolhing
when death occurs, which ordimarily
gives them a claim against the Com-
pany.

In the case 1ecently decided by the
Supreme Court, the administrator

claimed $5,000 the amount named in the

policy. The Company (the Economi-
cal Mutual) refused payment on the
ground that the insured had made U .-
truthful answers in his application.—
He stated he was single, when he was
married, and that he was insured in no
other company, when in fact he held a
policy in another company. The false-
hoods were admitted by the plaintiff,
but it was maintained that they were
not material to the comtract, and that
the interest of the company could in no
way be aflected thereby. The court
said that while it was set forth in anin-
surance policy that the statemeuts and
declarations made in application are
true, that the stipulation applies not on-
ly to such as may be deemed important
or material, but to«ll. And that the
truth of each of these declarations is an
express condition on which the compa-
ny becomes Lable.

In the country around
Baltimore as well as in the suburbs and
in the city, the buds of apricot trees
which are in bloom were destroyed.—
Ice was formed half an inch thick in
the city, even in protected places, Sun-
day night, and serious damage must
have been done to carly fruit and vege-
tables eyerywhere throughout Mary-
land.

Numerous orders were received yes-
terday by Baltimore houses from Mary-

land and Virginia truckers fer beans,

. peas, &c., for replanting, Lo replace the

crops nipped by the recent cold spell.
There was a considerable advance in
the prices for early vegetables here in
consequence of the unfavorable reports.
Seven hundred boxes of green peas re-
ceived on the Charleston steamer were
nearly all frostbitten on the vessel and

sold at one-third the market price.”

Prohibition in Rhode Island.

The following article taken from the
N. Y. Tribune of the 19th inst., is well
worth a careful and impartial consider-
ation, Coming from a source ever
friendly to the cause of temperance leg-

islation entitles it to the respectalike of
both friend and foe.

‘““ The State of Rhode Island has ad-
ded another to the already numerous
proofs of the impossibility of executing
a law which shall be absolutely prohib-
itory of the sale of intoxicating drinks
as a beverage, During the administra-
tion of Gov, Howard the system of the
State Constabulary, in connection with
tbe Prohibitory Law, was givea proba-
bly as fair a trial as it could receive any-
where. The State is small and com-
pactly settled, and the difficulties in the

way of the action of the State authori-
ties, which would have been found in

the larger States, were comparatively
unkoown. There is no cause to doubt
the perfect fairness and discretion with
which the Governor strove to execute
the law. Ie went about it, simply de-
termined to put the statute in force be-
cause it was the law. He was not dis-
posed to evade it for political purposes,
as he had no desire to continue in pub-
lic life. He was not influenced in his
action by any fapatical belief in or de-
votion to the cause of prohibition, The
law in his hands wgs sure not ouly of
fair play, byt of judicious and friend!

a slight difficulty in the way of his get-
ting his dose will reform him. Obsta-
cles only render it more precious. A
well-informed writer, speaking of the
result in Providence, has said. .that
where one shop.closed its front door, a
dozen opened their back doors balf way.
A still worse result was in giving those
who were not habitual drinkers the
temptation held out by secrecy and the
delizht of defying a law. Hundreds of
drinking clubs sprang up everywhere
which would never have existed but for
the statute. A few dozen men would
hire a room, store in ita demijohn or
two, and each would pvurchase a key,
and 2o there as he chose, charging him-
self in a book kept for the purpose for
whatever he took. Young men, who
ncver would have entered a public bar-
roowmn, found it very amusing to indulge
with casual acquaintances in this fur-
tive entertainment. Many belonged to
several clubs in different parts of the
city, and it became a cheap sort of dis-
tinction for frivolous youths to accumu-
late these club-keys on their watch-
chains. The worst of this violation of
law was that everybody was conscious
of it, and there is no more iujurious
moral poison for a commuaity than this
consciousness on the one side of laws
disregarded, and on the other of offen-
ses unpunished. A similar situation of
things was once described in Connecti-
cut as ‘“‘agreeable to everybody; the
temperance men had their law, and the
whiskey men had their rum.” This
bitterly ironical resuie gives an idea of
what Rhode Island has gained by her
recent liquor legislation. We have al-
ready noticed at length the couflict of
authority between the State Constabu-
lary and the United States authority
which but for the dis¢retion dlsplayeti
by prominent officials, might casily have
brought on the most important compli-
cations, and even resulted in bloodshed.
The simple truth was that the law was
not sustained by public opinion, and
the charge of its violation, either by pri-
vate citizens or by the Federal author-
ities, did not produce upon the public
mind that salutary shock which is the
safeguard of law in a democratic country
At the recent State election Mr. Lip-
pitt, the Republican condidate, who
was sustained by the Anunti-Prohibition-
ists, failed of election by reason of a bolt
of Independent Republicans, re-enforced
by the Prohibitionists. The election of
Governor therefore devolved upon ths
Legislature. But, for the same reason,
the Legislature was in doubt, a large
number of districts baving failed teo
elect. Last weeck, however, these dis-
tricts held a second election, which
scems to have resulted in the success of
enough candidates on the regular ticket,
supported by the anti-prohibition inter-
est, to secure Mr. Lippitt’s election and
the repeal of the State Constabulary and
Prohibition laws. It is Lo be hoped that
this Legislature when it comes together
will show that it has learned something
by the experiments of Lhe last year or
'L_w'of;;..“..- R icine evils v: L.avemper-
ance, and are io favor of every practica-
ble means to regulate and restrain as
far as possible the traffic and the use of
intoxicating liquors. In every such
measure, founded upon reason, the law-
makers may be sure of the sympathy
and support of the population. They
will make a great mistake if they ima-
gine that the late election is a declara-
tion against the cause of temperance.—
It is simply a public acknowledgment
of two facts : first, that a prohibito
law cannot be exeeuted, and second,

that a l]aw which is not executed is an
unmixed evil. '
