Braw iKills Cabbage Worms.

Let me say, in answer to Mr. F. W.
Fearman, that the object of scattering
wheat bran over cabbage, is to protect
them from the ravages ol tbe green
worm. ‘It will not do to wait until the
worms are strong and fat, as then it
will not destroy them. Two years
since I saw this remedy recommended,
and at the time thoughtit a humbug, as
it seemed scarcely possible that such a
simple thing could afiect ithe worms,
still I made up my wind to try it, as 1
do all things, holding fast to what is
good. In June, in going through my
carly eabbage, I found one completely
covered with the worms. Immediately
I obtained a handful of bran and sprin- |
kled it over the head. The worms be-
gan to squirm and fall off the cabbage, |
and whenever the bran touched them |
they seemed to be in pain.. The follow-
ing morning they were all dead.  Since
{hat time, on the first appearance of the
worm I sow the bran. Some seasons it
may be neccessary to do it the second
time If the worms are very thick it 18
necessary to takea handful and sprinkle
it over {he cabbage.

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BRINE FOR PRESERVING DUTTER. |

> The Duichess Farmer says: ‘““lo
three gallons of brine strong enough to

bedr an ege add a guarter of a pound of | __

pige white sugar and oue tablespoonful |
of saltpetre. Doil the brine and when
it is cold, strain carefully. Make your |
butter into rolls, and wrap each roll |
seperately ina clean, white muslin cloth
tying it up with a string. Packalarge
jar full, weight the butter down, and
pour over the Lrine until all is sub-
merced. This will keep, really good
butter perfectly sweet and fresh for a
whele vear. Be carefully to not put
iee but butter that you wish to keep for
any length of time. In summer, when
the heat will not admit of butter being
made into rolls, pack closely in small
jars, and nsing the same brine allow it
to cover the butter to the depth ot at
least four inches. This excludes theair
and answers very nearly as well as the
first ethod suggoested.”

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"Cornx CurTurE.—The Amercan
Farmer says: The Key note Lo success
in this is thorough preparation of the
land and plenty of manure. Perfectly
pulverization before planting is much
more serviciable than workings after;
and to obtain the best returns from the
land you must put the material on 1it,
if it is not already present. The crop
love riclh manures and will stand any
quantity of them, none perhaps being
superior for the fieldsghan those from
the barn-vard or well rotted composts,
whilst for the hill some more concen-
trated material is better suited, as super
phosphate, bone dust. ashes, or a mix-
ture of hen manure, plaster and salt.
