hat 2n inseet of the bettle family was
borinzr into the wood at one end of the
prostrate tree. And the hole was
lengthwise. Moreover, it was perfect
ly smooth. Cocok had no bits in his kit
that would make such a hele without
slivering the interior so that it would
be rough. Procuring an ax, he chop-
ped off the end of the log where the
insect had been working, split the sec-
tion and, capturing the beetle. took it
home and examined it under a micro-
scope. Tlen the secret of the insects
ability to bore smecoth horizontal holes
in anyv kind of wood was revealed
The bheetle was provided with power
ful nippers on either side of its jaws,
and they operated in precisely the

ame manner as do the small blades of
the bits which he immediately invent-
ed, patented and put on the market.
“Beetle bits” were the foundation of
his fortune.—~New York Press.

A crop of corn, 70 bushels to the acre, has taken up b; Ibs.
of nitrogen, 48 Ibs. of available pbmphurn. acild and §5 lbs. of
potash; yet the use of 350 Ibs. to the acre of 2-7 and 6 fertilizer
on land properly rotated in crops would keep up the waste and
make your land grow richer. Yet the 350 Ibs. of fertilizer would
contain not quite 7 Ibs. of nitrégen, about 23 lbs. of phosphoric
acld and 20 ibs. or potash.
