Pears Must Ripen.

Mr. James T. Anthony, a former resi-
dent of Tuckahoe Neck and a practical
farmer with whom many citizens of our
county have a personal acquaintance,
has this to say of alfalfa culture, as pub-
lished in the Centreville Record:

“‘In answer to numerous inquirieés as
to what crop alfalta follows best, will
say :

‘““I'he white potato furnishing thor-
ough cultivation during part of the sea-
son when weeds make their greatest
efforts to get possession of the land, so
far as cleansing the ground is concerned,
1s the best, It insures a well-cleansed and

assuming, of course,

condition,
that the potato crop has had proper
treatment, such as liberal manuring and
persistent cultivation to the end of pota-
to growing or time of ripening.

““The potatoes coming out in July
gives a beautiful opportunity to get land
in the best of tilth, to add any necessary
elements of plant food inoculation or
lime. The potato profits by the absence
of lime, while the alfalfa revels
presence. There being no obstacles in
the way of seed sowing, the planting can
be done in good time, (about middle of
August) for the young plants to become

well rooted and to make enough top

growth to be of some service in holding
snow and thus protecting roots from the
severe winter weather.,
If this cannot be done, one of the
following schemes might be tried:
““Supposing the plat selected be now

lin corn, crimson clover should be sown

among the corn ahead of last cultivation,
the early part of July, adding about five
pounds of alfalfa to every bushel of
clover. The latter merely to determine
the matter of inoculation. The follow-
ing spring just before clover comes into
bloom, under and prepare
ground for cow peas, which should be
sown the latter part of May, or early part
of June. This crop can be saved for
hay if a heavy growth is present and the
stubble at once prepared for alfalfa sow-
ing the middle of August.

No person shall apply his
or her lips to the spigot or other outlet
of any water cooler, bucket, tank or ves-
sel in which water or other fiuids used
for drinking purposes is or are contained,
nor shall any person apply his or her
lips to such tank, bucket or other vessel
for the purpose of drinking the contents
of the same,

Section §. Any person, perscns, firm
or corporation violating any of the pro-
visions of these regulations or of Chapter
15€ of the Acts of the General Assembly
of Maryland of 1912, will be subject to
penalties provided by Section 2 of said
Act,
