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PROF CHOUSE ON THE PARTIES

He Addresses Damncratic Olub Here—
Mr. Legg Speaks Tonight.

Members of the Democratic Club of

this place are showing increasing inter-
est in the campaign. The scholarly
statesman who is leading the Democratic
hosts has been very popular with our
voters from the date of his appearance
in the national contest for the nomina-
tion for the Presidency.

“The idea of democracy 1s as old as
civilization. In America its birth ante-
dated the birth of the Republic. At the
formation of the federal government it
was the dominating idea.
Democratic Republicans, sought the e:s-
tablishment of a republic of which the
government in all its departments should
be the expression of the will of the people.
[ts very name, Democratic Republican,
expresses its dominating i1dea—public
conserved by the rule of
the people. The constitution, adopt-
ed by the statesmen and patriots who
met for the purpose of establisbing

a permanent government, embodies this

idea of Democracy. The fundamental
law made by these men, the constitution
of the United States, is in some respects
There are three or four
clearly marked compromises contained
therein. But in po article, section or
clause is there a compromise surrender-
ing the right of the people to govern
themselves—in no case is the purpese to
found a Democratic republic lost sight of.

‘At that time Democracy’'s opposition
was the Federalist party, led by Alexan-
der Hamilton. His idea wasa monarchy,
a limited monarchy, to be sure, but a
monarchy. He did not deem the people
capable of self-government. His follow-
ing was not sufficient to bring about the
adoption of his ideas to their fullest ex-
tent, but the more moderate of his dis-
ciples exerted considerable influence dur-
ing the first years of the Republic. DBut
Democracy grew, and under the leader-
ship of Jefferson and his great successors
became firmly established and dominated
public policy during the vears of the
country’'s growth and expansion.

*This is the party that has persisted
and whose history i1s coexistent with the
history of the Republic. The opposition
under several names has arisen, flourish-
ed, and gone down in defeat. The Whigs,
a national party, the Know Nothings, a

sectional party, born of a single idea;
and the Republican party, not an off-
spring but only the successor of the par-
ties that went before it, each has in turn
stood opposed to the fundamental idea of
Democracy, finally only to go down to
oblivion. The very thing for which Dem-
ocracy stands may at times be its weak-
ness, or rather call forth opposition. The
idea of the rule of the commeon people
tends to excite the opposition of would-
be favored interests, special privilege,
and the beneficiaries of the protective
policy. The common people, depending
only upon th eir numbers and the justice
of their cause, must often be at a disad-
vantage and lose when brought in con-
fiict with the power of wealth, privilege,
and station.

“‘President Taft is a true representa-
tive of the Republican party and will be
supported by the men whose interests
the policy of his party has promoted.
He is honest and therefore true to the
party whose head he is. Mr. Roosevelt
1s intelligent, resourceful, and of indom-
itable courage. He saw the rising tide
of opposition to the policy and tendency
that he himself helped to create, and,
failing of a nomination by his party, de-
termined to take advantage of the dis-
satisfaction and protests of the people at
