Crabs have been shipped all the way
from the Chesapeake to Canada, arriv-
Ing at their destination in good condi-
tion. In summer, of course, Ice {is
used.

Jut where soft crabs are concerned
It is necessary that they shall reach
the market quickly, because their new
shells harden with great rapidity.
At the end of twelve hours the shells
are like parchment, and in three or
four days the crab is as hard as ever—
hence unfit for use in the form most
approved by epicures.—New
