His late competitors
were born to ample means, ample, at
bedside the limited means of a
Presbyterian pastor in a country town to
which Woodrow Wilson was born. Half
his childhood was spent in the poorest
section of this country, but he was born
to a rich heritage of culture of love of
knowledge. The study of government
was from the first his passion and at an
age when most young men are only be-
g nning to think of being serious he made
his mark with a work on Congressional
government, which later was to bring
him the professorship of jurisprudence
and politics at Princeton and, after 10
years of productive work in that chair, to
bring him the presidency of that great
institution, So marked were his abili-
ties that President Wilson was called to
the Governorship of New Jersey, where
he made such a success in putting into
practice the principles of government
that he had mastered that, without any
thoughton his part, he began to be look-
ed to by the people as their standard-
bearer in the cause of the people against
the privileged interests. He set such an
example of independent, fearless and
honest administration that most all of
the Dbosses, fearing his independence,
strove to defeat him, but he was selected
by the people themselves as their candi-
date before the Baltimore convention.
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National legislation in the interest of
the masses ot the people has been in
past years largely originated by the
Democrats in Congress. The free rural
of mail is one of the great
achievements.

ALL HAIL, WILSON!

The Democrats of no State did better
than the Democrats of Maryland.

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The Great Fraud of '76.

Mr. Frederick S. Haskins, a noted
writer, recalls how the Democrats lost
the Presidency, in 1876, after having
fairly won it by an overwhelming vote.
The matter is of especial intefest at this
time. Mr. Haskin says:

Hayes was a somewhat colorless can-
didate and no one foresaw anything but
a smooth finish to a somewhat indiffer-
ent campaign. The night the returns
came in everyone conceded the election
to Tilden, and but for a chance inquiry
it might have gone that way.
inquiry, coming from the Democratic
headquarters to a Republican newspa-
per, indicated doubt and Chairman
Chandler, of the Republican National
Committee, promptly capitalized that
doubt with orders to his aides to claim
everything. And they did.

“Tilden received the greatest popular
majority ever received by a defeated
Presidential candidate, having more than
a quarter of a million more votes in the
November election than Hayes. DBut by
claiming the votes of several Southern
States, South Carolina, Louisiana and
Florida, the Republican candidate could
count 185 electoral votes to 184 for the
Democratic candidate, The Democrats
insisted that the votes belonged to them,
and with a Democratic House and a Re-
publican Senate there was no possibility
of either accepting the view of the other.

*‘The outlook for the settlement of the
controversy was dark. There was dan-
ger of civil war. S2nator Edmunds af-
terward drew a graphic picture of the
situation as it threatened to be. He said
that a Democratic House would have
declared Tilden elected and a Republi-
can Senate would have pronounced
Hayes the successful candidate. Each
would have tried to assume the reins of
government, with his partisans behind
him. Hayes could not have performed
the functions of the office, because the
Democratic House would not pass the
necessary appropriation bills permitting
him to carry on the administration. On
the other hand, Tilden would have been
as badly handicapped, as a Republican
Senate would have refused to confirm
his appointments and the g'nvernmrnt
could not be manned by administrative
officers.
