Cigarettes, well as strong drink,
IS an enemy to happiness and a men-
ace to health,

A great many business men today re-
quire their employes to be abstainers
from drink and the tobacco habit. Why
1s this? 1t 1s because if they indulge in
these habits they are unable to do their
work properly.

But in spite of business requirements
taese awful habits continue. Then there
1s a domestic or home side of the cigar-
etle question. The man who uses cig-
ettes continually will eventually bring
wretchedness into his home. If he
* 1t takes some of his earnings to
buy the cigarettes, and if he continues
to use them his health will soon become
so bad that he cannot work and his fam-
ily i3 probably in want. If he is rich
he injures himself so by their use that
he cannot enjoy his riches.

There is something incomprehensible
about the tolerance of a thing that will
iIf continued ruin a man’s prospect.
There is a note of inconsistency in a
policy that finds its pleasures in under-
mining its possibilities.

Boys, if youiare free from this awful
habit of cigarette smoking, keep free.
And if you are a smoker get rid of this
awful habit by getting right with God.
We are all weak but we can work for
Christ every day.

Can we not help? Let us try.
Mr. Wesley E. Thawley's paper was
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as follows:

As far back as we can trace the habit
of tobacco smoking originated with the
natives of the West Indies and South
America. The early history of South
America mentions the using of tobacco
by the Indians, of whom it is said ‘‘they
carried with them lighted firebrands and
puffed smoke through their mouth and
nostrils.”” This, then, gives the origin
of a habit which is now almost univer-
sal in all civilized lands.

About the latter part of the fifteenth
century tobacco became known to the
civilized world and became very popu-
lar in the Eastern Hemisphere, until
now it is the most widely used of the
narcotics. Indeed, the annual produc-
tion of tobacco throughout the world is
estimated at four billion of pounds. In
the United States alone cigarettes to
the number of over three billion were
smoked in 1903 and that number hszs

steadily increased up to the present |

time. _
For a long time not much attention
was paid to the evils which result from
its use, but now people are beginning
to realize the injurious effect of the
weed and laws have been enacted pro-
hibitine the sale of cigarettes to };ogth_s
and making smoking by them a crimi-
nal offense. These laws, however, have
not been properly enforced. In some
countries a boy found smoking on the
street is now promptly arrested and
punished by fine and imprisonment.
