Conversion and Sanctification.

average temperatures in the several
rooms for the period named were: a, 40
degrees; b, 55 degrees; ¢, 6o degrees, d,
60 degrees; e, 70 degrees. That is to
say, in four of the rooms the tempera-
ture was far below normal, and the av-
erage for the whole five was 59 degrees.

‘““We submit that these facts require
no comment from us.,”’

The health officer of the county, Dr.
Downes, was at the High School on
T'hursday and took the temperature of
the rooms, finding the heat about suffi-
cient at that time, which, however, was
late in the day, when the building had
had the advantage of the sun's rays on
the windows. Dr. Downes made a re-
port to the State Board of Health about
the matter.
