'CURIOUS BITS
OF HISTORY

A SUCCESSFUL OLD SCHOOL-
MASTER.
By A. W. MACY.

A good illustration of how a
man of ordinary ability may at-
tain success by making the most
of his cpportunities Is found in
Alcuin, an English schoolmaster
of the eighth century. When re-
turning from a visit to Rome he
fell under the notice of the Em-
peror Charlemagne. It so hap-

- pened that the emperor was
looking for a principal for his
royal school, and he effered Al-
cuin the place. Alcuin accepted,
and this was the beginning of a
great career, especially for a
schoolmaster. It was a heavy
burden Charlemagne Imposed
upon him—that he should make
the Franks familiar with the
Latin language, create schools,
and do everything he could to
revive learning. But he ac-
cepted the task willingly, work-
ed faithfully, and succeeded far
beyond his own expectations.
His influence on the (ntellectual
development of Europe can
hardly be over-estimated. It
may almost be said that the edu-
cational development of the
modern world dates from him
and his school. Yet all accounts
agree that he was a man of only
ordinary ability. He succeeded
by keeping everlastingly at it.
