Many questions have arisen in
elections before this as to the validity
of electoral votes, but in no instance
has the settlement of them made any
practical difference 1n the result,
There are now 154 undisputed elec-
toral votes for Tilden, 165 for Hayes
and 20 contested. Whether all these
20 disputed votes be counted for Hayes,
or whether part of them be coupted
for Tilden, is what Congress 18 called
upon, by some method or other, to de-
termine. Now, by whom shall the
validity of these votes be determined ?
From 1793 to 1863, such questions were
decided by the concurrent action of
both Houseg ¢f Congress, and from
1865 to 1873, by what is known as the
Twenty-second Joint rule. During
ihis périml of the time the exclusive
jyrisdiction of the two Houses has
‘never been questioned. Though the
President of the Senate has hitherto
performed the Coustitutional duty of
opening the electoral votes, he has
never gone qne step beyond that func-
tion. He has never attempted to de-
termine what votes he should qpen or
should not gpen, hut has opened all
and submaitted them to the action of
both houses, unless reguired to omit
particular votes by iheir concurrent
orders, Where returns fiom two sets

heen received, the eystom has been to
gpen and submit them gll, Hereto-
fore the President of the Senate has
performed such duties ouly &s have
been imposed upon him by the concur-
rent orders of the two houses. He has
never pretended tq have any power fo
decide questions as tq the yalidity of
votes, or to determine what certifcates
of electoral votes shogld be submitted
to Congress, Congress, by the con-
currence of both IHouses, has always
asserted and exercised the right to
preseribe standing rules to govern the
counting of the electoral votes.

Eleven years after the adoption of the
